Behaviour Management Policy 2021
Gardiner Chess expects every participant and their associated parents, care-givers and partners to exhibit respect to other participants, their associates and Gardiner Chess Officials.

Every player in a Gardiner Chess event, by virtue of their entry, acknowledges and 
accepts the following standards of behaviour and the consequences of any breach or 
breaches of those standards.

B.
Every parent or care-giver, by virtue of their charges participation in a Gardiner Chess 
event,acknowledges and accepts the following standards of behaviour and the 
consequences of any breach or 
breaches of those standards.

2.
Behavioural Standards
2.1 No player, parent, care-giver shall engage in conduct that is violent, threatening, or demeaning of another player, parent, care-giver, commentator, or tournament official and where such conduct is engaged in a tournament official or Gardiner Chess employee shall, as appropriate:

(a)
call the Police; and/or

(b)
advise the chief Arbiter of such conduct who may:

  (i) 
call the Police; and/or

 (ii)
require the person or persons or any number of them engaged in such 
conduct to forthwith leave the venue and take no further part in the 
tournament;

(iii)
require the player involved to miss one or more rounds of the tournament;

(iv)
report such conduct to the organiser;

(v)
report such conduct to the Chess Association of Queensland.


And no appeal shall arise from the determination of the Arbiter

2.2 All players, parents and care-givers shall respect all property and the venue and shall not engage in any conduct deleterious to the property or the venue, and where such conduct is engaged in the arbiter shall have those powers outlined in sub-paragraph 2.1(b) to deal with the perpetrator(s).

2.3 All players shall adhere to the rules and regulation of chess as set out by the World Chess Federation (FIDE) or as they may be amended by Gardiner Chess for any particular tournament.

2.4 Where a Gardiner Chess tournament is approved by the Chess Association of Queensland (CAQ) an Appeals Committee shall be appointed to determine appeals from a decision of the Chief Arbiter in relation to the application Rules of Chess, but no appeal lies from a decision of the Arbiter with respect to any decision made in accordance with sub-paragraph 2.1.

2.5 For the avoidance of doubt, threatening behaviour includes the use of words directed to any person at a Gardiner Chess event, and includes the use of swearing and gestures and includes threats made directly or by use of electronic means or social media. 
3. Penalties
3.1  Where an Arbiter reports conduct to the Organiser in accordance with 2.1(b) (iv) 

(whether arising by virtue of behaviour contemplated in 2.1 or 2.2), then the Organiser may impose a sanction on each perpetrator, in its reasonable discretion being:

(a)
to exclude that person from any one or more future Gardiner Chess events; and

(b)
require that person, prior to acceptance into any future Gardiner Chess event, to 
post a sum of money with Gardiner Chess as a guarantee of adherence to the 
standards of behaviour, such money to be refunded only at the end of that next 
event where there has been no breach of the standards of behaviour by that person;

3.2
Where the matter is reported to the CAQ the matter shall be determined by the CAQ in 
accordance with its constitution.
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
